As 1 watched the Annual General body meeting of Atmaja unfold on 24 August, 2025, I was
struck by how much we have changed over the years—yet how much remains comfortingly the
same. The faces may look different, the hair may have thinned or vanished altogether, but the
essence of these gatherings remainspirited and timeless.Due to my long association with this
Society, I felt nostalgic andcould perceive snapshots of continuity between then and now.

The Executive Committee, distinguished by greying hair, bald patches, and years of dedication,
began formal reporting.

When I think about Atmaja, the very first feeling that comes to my mind is “HOME”.
Since its beginning, Atmaja has stood for three things: love, belonging, and awareness.

Atmaja is not just an association or a group, it is truly a family that holds us together with
love, care, and shared experiences. Growing up as a part of Atmaja, has been a blessing in
my life and it has shaped me in many ways.

Adoption is sometimes seen as something unusual in our society, but Atmaja has taught me
that adoption is not about being “different.” It is about being chosen. It is about parents who
open their hearts and homes, and about children who find love, security, and belonging. For
me, adoption has never felt like a limitation; rather, it has been a doorway to a bigger family,
one that goes beyond the walls of my own home.

I know many people might have a question about: What does Atmaja do?

Mother Teresa once said: “Nof all of us can do great things. But we can do small things with

great love.’

To me, adoption is exactly that—a simple act of love that may seem small in the eyes of the
world, but it changes the entire life of a child. Her life’s work with abandoned and orphaned
children in Kolkata showed us that every child deserves to be wanted, loved, and given a
home. That belief lives on in Atmaja.
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I remember a moment from my childhood: During class 5 — a topic relating to Mother Teresa
as being taught. I stood up and told everyone — “I know Mother Teresa, and I am her child”.
Everyone in the class laughed out loud. (A symbol for ignorance).

Atmaja has also played a very important role in how parents talk to their children about
adoption. Parents are encouraged to be open, honest, and positive, so that children grow up
knowing their story with pride. I still remember the moments when my parents would tell

me how happy they were to have me in their lives. Those words gave me strength, and they
still do. It made me realize that family is not about blood, but about love, choice, and
Commitment.

Of course, there are challenges too. Society often holds on to the idea that only “own blood” is
important. Sometimes people do not understand adoption and can make insensitive
comments. As children, we may also have questions or confusions about our identity. But
Atmaja gives us a safe space to talk, to ask, and to understand that these feelings are natural.
The support from parents, other children, and members of Atmaja helps us

overcome insecurities and grow with confidence.

One very important lesson [ have learned through Atmaja is that every child is unique and
talented in their own way. Adoption is not something to be hidden or whispered about—it is
something to be celebrated. It means that we are loved, wanted, and cherished. This
realization has helped me embrace who I am with pride.

Today, when I look back at my journey, I feel grateful. Grateful to my parents for choosing
me, for standing by me, and for giving me a life filled with opportunities and happiness.
Grateful to Atmaja for creating a bigger family where 1 found brothers, sisters, and friends
who understand me deeply. And grateful for the lessons that Atmaja has taught me: that love
is the strongest bond, that family is built with the heart, and that adoption is a gift that
changes lives.

In Between Bedtime Story, out of Curiosity [ would ask my Mother: “How does a child come?
How did I come?”. She used to tell me: “A4 child is like a flower, they comes out of a baggage
called Womb. So, you too come from there. You are a God’s Gift”.

Later on, she told me: “Always Remember, never Discriminate yourself as Adopted Child or
Normal Child. Theres no such type. It’s just how people or the society sees you. Always
Remember the life of Lord Sree Krishna. He was born from womb of Mother Devaki — his
biological mother. But later on, he was adopted by Mother Yashoda. When he grew up, he
never disrespected his biological mother.

He proved that: Adoption is just a word. Mother is someone who brings up her child with
love, care and good upbringing. It does not matter whether biological or not. Motherhood
is not about giving birth, but about giving love. Adoption gives children not only a home
but also an identity, belonging, and security
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To Conclude:

Atmaja has given me a safe space to embrace this truth. It has shown me that adoption 1s not

a limitation but a new beginning. It has surrounded me with people who understand my

journey, who celebrate my identity, and who remind me that I am never alone.

Of course, the outside world does not always understand or make comments that sting. But
Atmaja has taught me resilience. It has given me the courage to hold my head high and say
proudly, “Yes, I am adopted—and I am deeply loved.” That confidence has shaped who I am
today.

As I grow older, I want more people to know what adoption really means. It is not charity. It
is not a compromise. It is a decision made with love—a decision that gives a child a home
and gives parents a child to cherish. Adoption creates families that are strong, diverse, and
beautiful in their own way.

To me, Atmaja is more than an association. It is a circle of love, a second family, and a
reminder that every child deserves to be wanted. Adoption may change the life of one child—
but in truth, it transforms the lives of everyone involved.

I will always carry that lesson with me. For me, adoption is not just my past—it is my
greatest source of strength, pride, and inspiration for the future.

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How to Talk About Adoption with Your Child — A Guide for
Adoptive Parents

Sahana Rishu Kumar

One of the most feared challenges many adoptive parents face is this question: “How do we
tell our child about adoption?” Streaming thoughts of uncertainty often follow:

“What if the child gets into depression?”

“What if they reject us?”

“What if they ask to visit birth parents?”

These fears are real. Many parents delay or avoid the conversation, worried about the fallout.

I wasn’t born with parenting skills nor was there any lightning-bolt moment of clarity. Over
the years, through conversations with experienced adoptive parents, adoptees, and
counsellors, I have gathered insights on the “how” of telling this important truth. Rather, it
has been a journey of learning, patience, and dialogue. The following are some ground-rules
that guide this process.

1. Start Early — Don’t Wait for the “Right Time”

Research emphasises the value of beginning the conversation as early as possible. According
to the Child Mind Institute, “Talk about adoption early and often” so that adoption becomes
normalized and not a secret.

Waiting until a child is older can send the unintended message that adoption is something
shameful or hidden. As one adoption expert writes, “Beginning the discussion right at the
very beginning... makes it part of the family milieu rather than a time of anxiety.”

In practice: from the moment your child joins you as your family, adoption should be part of
the story. Regardless of their age, the conversation must begin. You don’t wait for “perfect
words” or “ideal timing” — you bring it into everyday moments.

2. Mirror Your Words with Your Emotions

Children are smart—they sense emotional undercurrents even when adults are silent. If your
words say one thing and your expressions say another, you risk losing trust. According to the
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U.S. Child Welfare Information Gateway, parents who freeze when adoption comes up may
unintentionally signal “something is wrong with being adopted.”

What to do: Monitor your body-language. If you seem uneasy, your child will sense it.
Match your tone and expression to your message: calm, confident, loving. The clarity of your
presentation becomes part of the foundation.

3. Be Confident and Truthful

One of the biggest mistakes parents make 1s building fictional stories when the child asks
questions like “How was I born?” or “How did I come to you?” Misleading a child can lead
to future mistrust. The key is transparency — age-appropriate, truthful, and consistent. As
Rhonda Jarema puts it: “Do not fill in blanks when the answer really isn’t known... Children
are entitled to their own history.” When they ask it’s an opportunity for you to bring this topic
and have a valuable and cozy conversation.

In practical terms:

Have your adoption story ready. Use simple language.If information is missing, say: “This is
what we know, and we’ll share more when we can.”

If others ask about the adoption, respond openly — no secrecy, no code word. This builds
your child’s confidence in the narrative.

4. Use Storytelling — And Keep It Consistent

We all grew up on stories—they stay with us even as we grow old. Your child’s adoption
story becomes part of the family’s storybook. Create a unique narrative of how they joined
your family; repeat it with kindness and consistency. Doing so provides stability and
meaning.

Psychologically, this helps children integrate the fact of their birth and arrival into their
identity. Experts recommend creation of a “lifebook” — a scrapbook or photo-journal of
before, during, and after adoption.

In practice: You might say:“You were born in [place]. We were so excited when we first met
you. And we couldn’t wait to bring you into our home. Everyone in the child care home loved
you and cared for you so much.”

Over time, you add more detail consistent with your family story and culture.
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5. Read and Use Resources Together

There are many valuable books and articles about adoption — both for your personal growth
and for sharing with your child over time. In the early years, picture books about adoption
help children see themselves in the story.

You can choose titles that resonate with your journey. Reading together provides language,
opens conversations, and normalises adoption in everyday life.

Final Thoughts — You Are Shaping a Generous Future

The world isn’t always gentle. As adoptive parents, we carry the responsibility of shaping a
child who is adaptive, resilient, and secure in their narrative. When we model openness,
confidence and authenticity, we empower our children to face the world and share their
origins without fear.

Your small, consistent efforts matter. They build a foundation upon which your child can
grow—proud of their story, grounded in truth, and ready to engage with life.

Recently I have experienced not only a long enjoyable bike ride, but also experienced some
memorable majestic views. It was indeed my dream that would never have come true without
my husband. Seeing Ladakh form a car and from a bike is totally a different experience. For a
year after my marriage, we could not go anywhere due to work pressure and I was really very
sad for that. One fine evening, suddenly, my husband came and said, "we are going on a trip, and
it is on a bike’. No one in the family agreed; I was scared too. We asked many friends, but no

one agreed to join our plan. Then we started our journey by ourselves.

We went from Kolkata to Chandigarh by air, and there we rented our bike, a Royal Enfield 650.
The next day we started our journey. First we started for Sarahan. Through our journey we faced
heavy rainfall; riding in that weather was a little tough for us, but somehow we managed and
reached Sarahan. At Sarahan, we had to stay for three days because we were stuck due to rain.
On the second day, we spent the whole day plucking apples. We were traveling through gardens,
and within the garden, there were all the apple trees, and we were busy plucking apples. There
were green apples and red apples.

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Love Beyond Blood

Imagine a little girl, eyes wide with wonder, trying to decode the mysteries of family, love,
and belonging. That was me—long before I ever stepped into the world of child adoption and
child protection. Becoming part of this field was never in my childhood dreams. I imagined
becoming a doctor or a teacher. Yet, the first seeds of my future were planted early—through
small encounters that made me question what truly makes a family.

I must have been eight when a classmate whispered that her mother had “given away” her
youngest sibling to a childless aunt and uncle. A few years later, I overheard my mother speak
of a couple visiting a temple, praying for a child. When that same couple later returned with a
talkative little boy adopted from an orphanage, | was fascinated. Orphanage? The word
lingered in my mind. My only references came from stories like Hansel and Gretel and comic
strips like Nancy. I wondered: did these children miss their birth families? Could love truly be
transferred from one home to another?

Later, in school, a friend confided that her “parents” were actually her relatives, who had
taken her in when she was four. She had simply run into their arms when she and her sisters
were asked, “Who wants to come with us?”” That innocent act sealed her destiny. I remember
asking myself—did she still visit her sisters? What did she call both sets of parents? Where
did she belong?

Those questions stayed with me. In college, reading David Copperfield and Oliver Twist
revived my curiosity about children growing up without families. During my post-graduate
years in social work, I visited orphanages through the Rotaract Club, especially during
festivals. Spending Diwali or Christmas there was an awakening. The children were no
different from those I knew—only their lives were bound by regimentation and longing.
Their eyes carried both hope and heartbreak.

One of my earliest cases left an indelible mark. A three-year-old girl, Savithri, was found
beside her deceased father, a snake charmer. With no relatives to claim her, she was placed
for international adoption. I was sceptical—could a child thrive in a faraway land? Months
later, photographs arrived from Denmark showing a radiant child embraced by loving
parents. That moment transformed my understanding. Family, I realized, isn’t built on
blood—it’s built on belonging.

When I married, I shared my desire to adopt. My husband—a man of quiet warmth—agreed
without hesitation. But extended family members were less accepting. “Unknown lineage,”
they whispered. My parents advised, “Wait five years.” Fate intervened sooner. Acting as
power of attorney for a Danish couple adopting a three-year-old named Shaila, I cared for her
briefly while her papers were finalized. Watching my husband play with her melted away all
hesitation. When we finally united Shaila with her parents—ordinary people who had saved
every penny to give a child a home—I felt the power of love beyond borders.

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Five years later, in 1980, we adopted our daughter—a frail six-month-old with an irresistible
smile. My mother-in-law initially opposed the idea, but the baby’s innocence quickly
disarmed her. Within weeks, she was crocheting tiny clothes and proudly showing off her
granddaughter. When our son arrived five years later, he was welcomed without question.
Watching my mother-in-law’s transformation taught me that love can dissolve prejudice and
change even the most entrenched beliefs.

Our adoption journey gradually merged with my professional one. As Manager of a long-
standing orphanage in Bengaluru, I inherited a system built on the belief that institutional
care was the only solution for children in need. Donors supported buildings, not families.
Once admitted, children rarely left. I began asking uncomfortable questions—why weren’t
we tracing families or exploring adoption? Slowly, I shifted the narrative: from institutional
care to family-based alternatives, from permanence in institutions to permanency in homes.

Kolkata became a turning point. After the 1984 Supreme Court judgment in Laxmikant
Pandey vs. Union of India, adoption practices across India came under scrutiny. As the head
of an adoption agency there, | witnessed every shade of the adoption experience—the grief of
birth parents relinquishing children, the hesitation of prospective parents, and the joy of every
successful placement. Domestic adoption was still uphill work. Secrecy, infertility stigma,
and social conservatism ran deep. Each successful placement felt like a victory for a child’s
right to family life.

Through collaborations with Swedish and American agencies, we placed older children,
sibling groups, and those with special needs—often overlooked in Indian institutions.
International adoption was complex but opened doors for many who might never have known
family. With support from Sweden’s SIDA, we launched vocational training for
institutionalized youth—tailoring, typing, computing—helping them step into adulthood with
dignity. These early efforts planted the seeds of de-institutionalization, a cause that would
define my later years.

When I returned to Bengaluru, I was determined to pilot programs to move children out of
large state-run institutions into families—through reintegration, foster care, or adoption. The
idea faced resistance, but slowly, children began leaving the anonymity of institutions to
rediscover family life. Some stories ended sadly, but many reaffirmed my belief that every
child deserves love, not merely care.

In 1992, India ratified the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child (CRC). I carried its text
like a compass, reminding colleagues, “Institutional care must be the last resort.” Around that
time, 1 served as Secretary of an international working group in Stockholm, drafting The
Child’s Right to Grow Up in a Family—guidelines on national and intercountry adoption and
foster care, published in four languages. That experience connected our grassroots work in
India to global standards and gave legitimacy to our growing movement.

Across India, professionals were beginning to question institutional models. Networking
became our greatest strength. Partnering with UNICEF, CRY, and others, we advocated for
systemic reform and helped influence amendments to the Juvenile Justice Act, embedding the
right to family-based care in national policy.

In the early 2000s, I transitioned to statutory roles where policy met practice. As Chairperson
of the Child Welfare Committee, Bangalore Urban, I worked to implement the JJ Act with
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compassion—keeping the child’s best interests at the center. Later, as the first Chairperson of
the Karnataka State Commission for Protection of Child Rights and as Member (Juvenile
Justice) at the National Commission, I continued advocating for non-institutional
rehabilitation and accountability within state systems.

Through it all, my personal and professional journeys intertwined. Raising two adopted
children—with their own unique strengths and struggles—grounded every policy I wrote and
every decision I took. My daughter, now an artist, teacher, and mother, and my son, a state
level badminton player and now a finance professional abroad, have shown me that adoption
is a celebration of mutual

Parenting our two children has been one of life’s greatest joys. Watching them grow into their
own—idiscovering their passions, building careers, choosing partners, and creating homes
filled with love—has been deeply fulfilling. The circle has now widened with three
grandsons: one in college, another in high school, and the youngest in preschool. Each is an
individual in his own right—curious, confident, and full of promise. Through them, I have
been given the rare gift of reliving childhood once more—this time as a grateful grandparent.

Years later, meeting adult adoptees in the USA and Sweden—children whose journeys I had
once facilitated—was profoundly moving. Some expressed a quiet yearning to reconnect with
their birth country, but most spoke of love and gratitude for the families who had embraced
them. Seeing them as thriving adults was the deepest affirmation of the work that had defined
my life.

Looking back across five decades, I marvel at how far we have come. In the 1970s,
orphanages were the unquestioned answer to child welfare. Over time, our language—and
our understanding—evolved. We moved from “orphans” to “children in need of care and
protection,” from “destitute homes” to “child care institutions,” and, finally, to the belief that
every child has a right to family life. The change was not just in policy but in perception—a
shift from charity to rights, from sympathy to empathy.

My journey began with a child’s curiosity about families formed through adoption and
became a lifelong mission to ensure that every child finds belonging. Love, I have learned, is
not bound by blood—it is built by choice, compassion, and commitment.

I did not walk this path alone. Mentors, colleagues, adoptive parents, and countless children
have walked beside me, transforming personal conviction into collective change. Together,
we have proven that systems can evolve, that societies can embrace difference, and that
childhood cannot wait.

This is not just my story—it is the story of countless others who have chosen love beyond
blood and believe, as I do, that family is not a privilege but a right.

Summary: West Bengal's journey toward family for every child reflects a decade of reform and compassion.
From strengthening adoption systems to promoting foster and kinship care, the State has moved decisively from
institutional care to family-based alternatives, ensuring every child finds love, identity, and belonging within a
nurturing family environment.

Over the past decade, West Bengal has steadily emerged as a leader in child protection,
integrating legal reform, institutional strengthening, and community engagement to safeguard
vulnerable children. As mandated under the Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of
Children) Act, 2015, and supported by the Adoption Regulations (2017 and 2022), the state
has prioritized family-based care over long-term institutionalization. This approach aligns
closely with Mission Vatsalya, which emphasizes holistic care, rehabilitation, and
development for children in need of protection.

West Bengal has actively aligned its child protection framework with Mission Vatsalya, the
central government initiative aimed at strengthening family-based care, foster care, adoption,
and institutional reform. Child protection is a core mandate of the Department of Women &
Child Development and SocialWelfare, and the department implements the Mission Vatsalya
scheme, formerly known as the Integrated Child Protection Scheme, under the aegis of the
Directorate of Child Rights and Trafficking.

The State Child Protection Society (SCPS) is the main organization responsible for carrying
out these goals, working together with District Child Protection Units (DCPUs), Child
Welfare Committees (CWCs), and Specialised Adoption Agencies (SAAs) to provide
complete protection for children. Capacity-building under SCPS has enhanced case
management, child assessment, and ethical decision-making. CWCs, DCPUs, and SAAs
collaborate closely to identify children with unfit guardians or no parental visitation, in
compliance with Supreme Court directives. By integrating Mission Vatsalya’s strategic
framework, West Bengal’s SCPS has created a child-centric, transparent, and accountable
system for making efforts so that every orphaned, abandoned, or surrendered child has the
opportunity to grow up in a safe, permanent, and loving family environment.

The state’s child protection framework rests on a robust institutional network. The State
Adoption Resource Agency (SARA) oversees adoption compliance, capacity-building, and
inter-agency coordination, while District Child Protection Units (DCPUs) operationalize
policies, monitor Child Care Institutions (CCIs), and support Child Welfare Committees
(CWCs) in timely decision-making. Regular capacity-building initiatives for social workers
and adoption professionals have enhanced the quality of assessments, case management, and
ethical practices.

West Bengal’s adoption system is distinguished by its emphasis on due process, transparency,
and child-centric ethics. Adoption is viewed not merely as a legal procedure but as the
beginning of a lifelong relationship. Post-adoption counselling and linkages with the health
and education systems ensure a continuum of care that supports the child’s emotional,
physical, and psychological development. These practices have strengthened public trust,
encouraging more families to come forward as adoptive or foster parents.

A defining feature of the state’s transformation has been the personal ownership and active
involvement of senior officers. By personally reviewing adoption cases, ensuring adherence to
legal timelines, and guiding district teams, senior officials have fostered a culture of
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responsiveness and accountability. Regular review meetings, cross-departmental coordination,
and direct monitoring have reduced procedural delays and improved coordination among
CWC(Cs, DCPUs, and SAAs.

Senior leadership has also set an ethical tone across the system. Their commitment
demonstrates that when governance internalizes responsibility for children’s welfare, policies
move from paper to practice, and compassion is operationalized through timely, transparent
action.

From modest beginnings, West Bengal has built a rights-based, inclusive, and digitally
enabled child protection ecosystem. Its decade-long journey reflects the transformative power
of empathetic governance, showing that when institutions combine legal rigour, ethical
practice, and human commitment, every orphaned, abandoned, or surrendered child can
belong, be loved, and thrive.

The Legal Turning Point — JJ Act, 2015

The implementation of the Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children) Act, 2015,
marked a defining moment in West Bengal’s child protection system. Together with the
Adoption Regulations notified by the Government of India, the Act introduced a unified,
transparent, and rights-based framework governing both in-country and inter-country
adoptions. West Bengal responded to this legal reform with clarity of purpose and institutional
readiness. Recognizing that the act required not just compliance but also transformation, the
state undertook a systematic strengthening of its child protection infrastructure. District Child
Protection Units (DCPUs), Child Welfare Committees (CWCs), and specialised adoption
agencies (SAAs) were empowered to operationalise the new provisions to implement the law
and the Model JJ Rules of 2016.

This legal and administrative synergy shifted the focus of child protection from institutional
care to family-based alternatives—a profound change in both philosophy and practice.
Children were no longer seen merely as beneficiaries of welfare but as rights holders entitled
to grow up in safe, nurturing, and permanent family environments. The state's leadership
recognised the importance of family restoration and preservation efforts.

To ensure effective implementation, West Bengal placed strong emphasis on capacity building
and professional competence. Large-scale training programmes were conducted for CWC
members, adoption agency staff, and NGO partners to familiarise them with the legal
provisions, timelines, and ethical standards of adoption. Refresher workshops and hands-on
sessions helped build a shared understanding of case management, home study reporting,
psychosocial assessment, and the process of declaring a child legally free for adoption.

These ongoing efforts have led to a well-informed group of professionals who can handle
difficult adoption and rehabilitation cases with both empathy and legal accuracy. The result
has been a noticeable improvement in coordination among agencies, timely decision-making
by CWCs, and better follow-up for children placed in families.

Moreover, the state's proactive engagement with community-based organisations and NGOs
has deepened the reach of child protection services. Awareness campaigns, counselling
initiatives, and linkages with health and education departments have ensured that adoption is
seen not as an isolated intervention but as part of a larger continuum of care. A decade after
the JJ Act’s implementation, West Bengal stands as a testament to how legal reform, when
coupled with administrative will and professional capacity, can transform a child protection
system. By aligning law, policy, and practice, the state has shown that family-based care is not
merely an ideal—it is an achievable reality.
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Adoption Types and Legal Provisions

The JJ Act 2015 (amended in 2021) and the Adoption Regulations 2022 include the following
types of adoptions:

¢ In-country adoption of Orphaned, Abandoned, and Surrendered (OAS) children
o Inter-country adoption of OAS children

s In-country relative and stepchild adoptions

o Inter-country relative adoptions

« Foster adoptions

The Adoption Regulations 2022 ushered in digital transformation and greater accountability—
enabling real-time case tracking, timely adoption orders, and improved child profiling through
certified medical assessments. Innovations such as SMS alerts, a Disruption & Dissolution
Portal, centralized grievance redressal, and a 12-hour CARA Help Desk have further
enhanced transparency and efficiency. Prospective foster parents have started registering for
fostering through the online system.

Adoption Statistics

Nationally, for FY 2024-25, the Central Adoption Resource Authority (CARA) reported 4,515
adoptions (3,950 domestic + 565 inter-country). " A media report states that for FY 2024-25,
West Bengal had 297 domestic adoptions and 31 inter-country adoptions. “Thestate has
DCPU, CWC, and SAA in each district.

Mission Vatsalya Portal integrating multiple functions

The Ministry of Women and Child Development has launched the revamped Mission Vatsalya
Portal which is an integrated digital platform for all the stakeholders related to child protection
services. Mission Vatsalya portal is a technologically upgraded secure portal which provides digital
working platform for various stakeholders across different levels at State and district. The earlier
Khoya-Paya and TrackChild services have been brought under this unified portal. The key features
of Mission Vatsalya Portal include a single digital platform for use by the Stakeholders i.e. State
Child Protection Society, the State Adoption Resource Agency at the State level, and District Child
Protection Unit, the Child Welfare Committee, Juvenile Justice Board, Special Juvenile Police Unit
at the District level, and Child Care Institutions. The portal avoids duplication of work at the
grassroots level. It also ensures better monitoring through various MIS Dashboards and optimum
utilization of resources for planning and implementation.The emergency response and outreach
service under Mission Vatsalya is provided through Toll-free Child Helpline (#1098), which is a
24x7x365 service for children in difficult circumstances. It is integrated with the Emergency
Response Support System-112 (ERSS-112) Helpline of the Ministry of Home Affairs and Women
Helpline 3(181). Mission Vatsalya portal contains information on cases reported through Child
Helpline.’

West Bengal has been among the early adopters of the Mission Vatsalya Portal, integrating
multiple functions such as tracking of missing children, monitoring of CClIs, and online
reporting by CWCs and DCPUs.

The statement that the digital ecosystem ensures that no distress call or case of abuse,
abandonment, or trafficking goes unattended, reinforcing accountability, is an interpretation of
the design of the Mission Vatsalya portal and helpline integration, which emphasizes “real-
time monitoring ... better planning, monitoring and resource utilization” and linking of
helplines to such digital infrastructure. *

Challengesand Way Forward

West Bengal’s journey from institutional care to family-based care represents not merely a
legal or administrative transition but a profound moral and cultural evolution. Through the
active promotion of adoption and the strengthening of the Mission Vatsalya framework, West
Bengal has demonstrated that governance rooted in compassion can drive systemic reform.

Yet, to ensure that every child grows up in a nurturing family environment, the state can
further deepen its efforts in promoting non-institutional care. Structured counselling and life-
skill preparation of older children are essential to help them overcome institutional
dependency and embrace family life. Similarly, a sustained focus on foster care—supported
by awareness campaigns, capacity-building of District Child Protection Units, and
partnerships with civil society—can open new avenues for family-based placements.
Strengthening the linkages between Child Welfare Committees, Specialized Adoption
Agencies, and community-based networks will also enhance case flow and monitoring.

By building on its strong foundation, West Bengal can lead the next phase of
transformation—ensuring that no child remains without the love, identity, and permanence
that only a family can provide.

a) Increasing the Pool of Children for Family-Based Care:A key challenge in
achieving family-based care is expanding the pool of children legally free for adoption
or foster care. Many remain in institutions due to delayed identification, parental
disputes, or lack of timely legal action. The Supreme Court judgment in Temple of
Healing vs Union of India (2023) directed states to identify children with no parental
visitation or unfit guardians, noting that prolonged institutionalization violates the
Juvenile Justice Act, 2015. West Bengal has responded by improving coordination
among CWCs, DCPUs, and SAAs to expedite legal status determination

b) Promoting Foster Care and Foster-to-Adopt Pathways: Foster care and kinship
care serve as vital complements to adoption, especially for older children or those in

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temporary crises. Foster care offers emotional stability and community integration
while preserving cultural ties. Promoting online registration of foster parents and
implementing “foster-to-adopt” models can ease the transition to permanent family
care. This requires close coordination among SCPS, SARA, CWCs, and DCPUs,
supported by continuous counselling, health monitoring, and follow-up services.

¢) Building Human Capacity and Emotional Competence: Human capability remains
central to every adoption success. Continuous capacity building may be prioritised
through a Center of Excellence in Family-Based Care, offering training in trauma-
informed care, child psychology, and ethical practices. Exposure visits and interstate
exchanges will help teams adopt best practices.

d) Strengthening Post-Adoption and Family Support: Adoption support should extend
beyond placement. District-level post-adoption counselling units and peer networks of
adoptive parents should be established to offer guidance, share experiences, and
prevent disruptions.

e) Deepening Public Awareness and Social Acceptance: West Bengal can lead with
statewide campaigns, storytelling, and school-based education on child rights and
family diversity. Adoption may be portrayed as a legitimate and joyful way to build
families, not charity.

f) Research, Collaboration, and Policy Innovation: The next decade should focus on
research-driven reform. Collaborations with universities, think tanks, and civil society
can generate evidence on best practices for older or special needs children.

Conclusion

Ultimately, the future of adoption in West Bengal depends on leadership with empathy. When
senior administrators personally review cases, visit institutions, and listen to children’s stories,
it transforms bureaucratic efficiency into human accountability. Such compassionate
governance—anchored in justice and dignity—should guide every policy decision.
